What you can do to help.
1- Cut back on or eliminate the use of fertilizers and other chemicals.

2- Construct driveways using porous materials that facilitate the absorption of water
into the ground.

3- Plant trees. Trees are a natural sponge, soaking up toxic materials that would|otherwi
end up in your groundwater

4- Properly maintain septic systems. A faulty septic system can release bacteriafinto the
Bacteria then can enter the groundwater.

5 Clean up pet waste. Pet waste can release bacteria into the soil which can also leach
the groundwater.

On May 15, an eager and ambitious group of about 40 volunteers met at the pavilion near the Community
Center for coffee and donuts. They got ready to commence a much needed two hour effort to pick up litter and
trash that had accumulated along the 52 miles of roadways in Towamensing Trails.

Besides the typical litter we have unfortunately come to recognize along roadways, other discarded items were
also found among the spring flowers blooming in the sunshine. The volunteers reported finding 5 tires, the grill
from an automobile, 3 five gallon buckets of roofing tar, shoes, bags of household garbage and other trash.
Even with all that, none of the volunteers felt they were inconvenienced or wasted their time in this effort.
They actually want to schedule another cleanup in autumn. After the cleanup project ended, the volunteers
returned to the pavilion for a lunch of hot dogs and hamburgers, grilled by Fran Pavel and Joe Yannone.

With some volunteers walking or using golf carts, approximately 80 percent of the roadways in Sections |
through V were cleaned up. This included the marina, beach and areas around the Community Center.
Additionally, the Youth Services Group provided significant assistance by cleaning up along Towamensing
Trail, Teddyuscung Trail and McKuen Way. The Youth Services Group had also scheduled cleaning up along
Old Stage Road and Stony Mountain Road which are municipal roads. Section VI, known as Deer Park, was
cleaned up on June 5 by its residents who have been doing it annually for almost 20 years.

The ad hoc committee of Joe Yannone, Carla Benckert, Joe Benckert and Ray Kadingo working with the
support, participation and direction of the Planning and Advisory Committee and the TTPOA Board of
Directors, want to thank all the volunteers for their hard work and dedication to this worthwhile project. The
appearance of our roadways is seen as a reflection of the people who reside in or visit Towamensing Trails.
Even though it is annoying to find litter in front of our own property or nearby unimproved properties, it benefits
everyone if we remove the unwanted trash on a frequent basis and not let it up to a semi-annual clean up
project to remove it.
