We will keep on          

trying. We have spread six            

tri- axle loads of stone in the 

marina area. 

Our pool is looking good. It 

has been completely                  

refurbished. We have had a 

new fence installed around 

the pool. Our beach has 

been reclaimed and                 

repaired from the winter 

damage. We have                

upgraded the drainage              

system at the beach. 

We are looking into  having 
the ball field refurbished. 

This will either be done this 
year or next year. 

It will all depend on the 
estimate. 

We have contracted with 
FHI Construction to have 
the Teepee roof                     
repaired. We had                
numerous leaks and we will 
have to have the seams 
cleaned and resealed. The 
cost of this project will be 
$7,100.00. 

Now that our summer            
season is starting please  
remember that if you are 
not a member in good  
standing you will not be 
allowed to use our             
amenities. 

If you had a speed bump and 
it has not been installed this 
year you must request it 
from the office and have 
your neighbors within 100 
feet sign off on it. The speed 
bump will be placed in front 
of the personõs house who 
requested it. 

On May 15th we had a 
neighborhood cleanup. In 
the next issue of the Trails 
Topics we will let you know 
how it turned out. As of the 
writing of this article we 
have about 30 people signed 
up to participate. If it is  
successful we will plan for

All registration stickers must 
be displayed. Remember 
only electric motors are 
allowed on our lake. If you 
have both gas and electric 
motors on your boat you 
must remove the gas motor. 

If you are16 or older you 
must have a valid PA State            
fishing license.  Our lake is a 
catch and release lake except 
for trout in season when you 
are allowed to catch and 
keep three (3) fish.

Community Watch Program (CWP): 
Tips of the Month: Outdoor Lighting: If you donõt have sufficient outdoor lighting it might be the easiest way to improve on your house safety.  Just do the 
following; 1. Install motion detector lights so that they conserve on energy and are only used when needed.  2. Position the lights on your shed, main 
entrances, rear entrances, driveways or any other spot where someone could try to enter.  3. Always make sure that the lights are high enough for no one to 
unscrew the bulbs by hand or by standing on a garbage can, etc.  4. lastlyé.position the lights downward so you prevent light pollution of our sky.
